NAS 100—Group Project

Your Assigned Group- Your group assignments are on the back of this sheet.  Note they might be different then you noted the first night.  Each group member is expected to be visible in either the in-class presentation and/or in the summation handed in for evaluation (perhaps a brief outline of assigned job tasks will display involvement).  Note: I will not introduce your groups, you have each other’s emails, and therefore someone should take responsibility for organizing a meeting of the group.  Additionally if you claim to not receive the emails, or have been notified it is up to you to resolve the problem with your group. If I have to get involved in he said/she said, then the group grade suffers.
Assigned Project: Your group is to identify one contemporary issue facing Indigenous peoples in the western hemisphere (N, S, C America) you may provide a counter point to another groups presentation.  Not only is your group outlining the problem, you may want to provide a brief history or evolution of the identified problem, and lastly what would your group’s viable alternatives or options be in an attempt to solve the problem.

Guidelines:
1) Once the group decides on a project or issue to discuss someone in the group should email me the topic matter, and why the group chose that subject (you can provide a counter point to a previous groups presentation with instructor approval).  If your group decides the topic via email, Cc: me as soon as possible (example of everyone’s involvement and participation.) The email of the topic matter should be turned into me 2-3 weeks in advance of the presentation.  (This is worth 1 of 10 pts.)
2) Once I review the topic and approve it, I will respond with an email to the group with suggestions if warranted for further consideration.  So if you receive no email assume you can proceed.
3) Shortly after the group receives my email, someone from the group should email me the preliminary sources (including newspaper, documentaries, internet etc.) of the research for the information. If it is website, spell it out so I can visit it.  After I receive this email, I may offer up other suggestions of sources to be incorporated. (Worth 1 of 10 pts)
4) Part of the group discussion and presentation should also focus on any possible solutions to the issue being presented.  I.e. if one is doing land claims, how does one resolve the dispute with out disrupting the lives of people already living on contested land, yet providing justice for the Native American claim?

5) Someone should then prepare a brief report (2-4 pages) to be turned in summarizing the topic, possible solutions and identifying some of the discussion that took place in the group about the subject chosen. Note this is not a reprint of the Slides.  Also included in this report is a list of all the sources used in the research, discussion and final presentation and a Bibliography. (This is worth 4 of 10 pts)
6) Lastly is the presentation.  You can just come up and talk, or prepare a PowerPoint, or however your group deems the most effective way to communicate the issue being discussed. (Be Creative)  Your allotted time is 5-7 minutes. If your group decides on a PowerPoint presentation, then I need to have the presentation emailed to me 24 hours prior to the class.  If PowerPoint is not received 24 hrs before, points will be deducted. If you run over your 5-7 minutes, points may be deducted. (This is worth 3 of 10 pts.)
7) It should be clearly evident that everyone in the group participated in the project. (1 of 10 pts)
Your grade is dependant on the group effort.  It will be evaluated on the subject matter chosen; quality of research (every individual should do their own research on the subject matter, and then the group should discuss and chose the best material to present) and the most weight will be in the Summation paper and presentation.
