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Take Home Midterm Exam

Directions: This take home exam is to be completed by 09 March 2004.  It must be typed.  Each question must be 2-4 pages in length, and stapled.  The specifications on the answers are as follows: 1” margins all the way around, double spaced, name block is to appear in the top two single spaced lines, (as above) and finally your pages must be numbered with your name and the question the answer corresponds to, and yes you must use 12-pt Times New Roman font.

Your answers will be graded upon clarity of thought, and ability to express your thoughts on this matter.  The key to this exam is to in fact present a critical argument.  Take a stance and defend it.  One last key bit of advice, do not try to guess what you think I want to hear, this will assure a harsh critical assessment of your arguments.  Take your own stance, and defend it.  You do not need to agree with me, but you have to prove your arguments, not merely state them.

You must choose three questions to answer.

1.
  In Red Earth, White Lies, Deloria is very critical of “scientific knowledge.”  Is he proving his points?    Why or why not?  (Use specific cites from the readings to support your assessment.)

2.   Relate the articles on sovereignty.  How has your understanding of sovereignty changed from these readings?  Was sovereignty of Native nations even a blip on your radar screen of information?  Now, what is your conceptual understanding of sovereignty as it relates to Indigenous nations?

3.   In the demography articles from Jaimes, and the issues on identity from Champagne, why would it be important for the United States to impose a “standard” on Indian identity, culture and blood?  What do you see as some of the results of this alien determination of citizenship within the Native American nations, as a result of reading Champagne?

4.   Why is the Canandiagua Treaty important to the United States and the Six Nations?  Explain your answer.  What is the importance of ceremonial beginning such as illustrated the beginning assignments of the Jemison book?  Is it as simple as they did this 200 + years ago, and so we mimic them, or is there deeper meaning involved?  If so what, and why the deeper meaning?

5.  In the Light of Reverence, shows us some interesting perspective on the relationships between Indians and the communities that surround Indian sacred sites.  What are some possible solutions to resolving these complex and very political questions?  Examine your answers through your understanding of the material we have covered thus far (in text or class) in the semester as to how realistic any mediation or positive outcomes can be negotiated?
