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Directions: This take home exam is to be completed by 10 May 2005.  It must be typed.  Each question must be 2-4 pages in length.  The specifications on the answers are as follows: 1” margins all the way around, double spaced, name block is to appear in the top two lines, (as above) and finally your pages must be numbered with your name and the question the answer corresponds to, and yes you must use either 10 or 12 size font.

Your answers will be graded upon clarity of thought, and ability to express your thoughts on this matter.  The key to this exam is to in fact present a critical argument.  Take a stance and defend it.  One last key bit of advice, do not try to guess what you think I want to hear, this will assure a harsh critical assessment of your arguments.  Take your own stance, and defend it.  You do not need to agree with me, but you have to prove your arguments, not merely state them.

You must choose three questions to answer.

1. Given the recent land claim settlements reached in NYS, and now that those agreements have been “pulled from the table” what are the alternatives to settling these land claims?  Imagine yourself as a neutral mediator, and it is your job to provide for a sense of justice in cases that clearly illustrate land was fraudulently taken based upon existing treaties, but now have been resettled how do you as the mediator create a sense of justice without creating further injustice?  In other words, how does one “settle” Indian Land Claims without displacing the current landowners?

2. Do Native groups (tribes or nations) have the right to demand higher ecological standards than that of the United States Environmental Protection Agency?  Why or Why not?  Tie this very issue in with our discussions on sovereignty, lest we think sovereignty is only linked to land claims and casinos.

3. Now that we have read the recent decisions surrounding the Town of Sherrill Supreme Court decision, combined with the study of the original Marshall Trilogy illustrate your understanding of the fact patterns in each case pointing out the similarities, logic and justification of the Supreme courts decisions, is it justice for the Oneida Indian Nation continuing to seek recognition of sovereignty to now place their lands in Federal Trust?
4. Take these last two films we have watched Kahnsatake: 270 Years of Resistance, and Incident at Oglala, and analyze the representations created with regards to Native resistance movements.  Contrast them to the readings assigned about resistance movements.  

5. From questions 1,2 or 3 provide the opposing viewpoint, along with critical arguments. Choose the opposite side of your previous stance and argue that side of the issue.  There must be a clear distinction between the two points of view.  You cannot simple say the exact opposite of your previous stance.  I expect to see clear thought progression and critical thought in this answer.  I cannot stress enough, that this question is not simply saying “black” in one, and “white” in this question.  Clear thought must be presented and argued.
